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What distinguishes a teacher who gets good results in the classroom from a teacher who must fight for their attention?
 
Michael Grinder who himself is a trained teacher began to study teachers in the classroom and he found that there were certain patterns in the non-verbal communication that made a difference.
  
Today he teaches, including also to teachers, how we can become better at getting our message out and communicate in a natural way.
 
I meet with Michael Grinder before the lecture for the NLP Association. I wanted to know more about this man who has devoted most of his adult life to non-verbal communication. Michael says that he is a teacher by profession and one of his teachers was Carl Rogers, one of the great masters in modern psychology, another teacher has of course been his brother, John Grinder, one of the founders of the NLPs.

Michael tells me that early in his career, he thought a lot about the difference between students who voluntarily came to the course and those who were involuntarily, and how could you as a teacher influence in a positive and effective way in the class room?
 
Michael Grinder studied and modeled teachers. When teachers do this or that, what is the result. He noted that there were patterns, behaviors that decided if the teacher was successful in his communication to the students.
 
His reflections and study in his own profession resulted in a number of books and now he devotes his time to teach how we can become better communicators, and he points out that the non-verbal communication is more important than the verbal.

Michael Grinder has continued its work to develop the work in the classroom. At Michael's website, he recounts to his book, ENVoY, Your Personal Guide to Classroom Management that "educators have three axioms: relationship, relationship, and relationship. The ENVOY strategies are non-verbal competencies that preserve the relationship between the teacher and class.”
 
Today, Michael is also in the private sector and he also describes the difference, he notes in today's working life, compared to just a few years ago. It calls for faster results today, and it should be quick to learn what produces results. He believes that there will still be printed books, but that in the future and even now there are many other ways to teach and learn.
  
During the lecture I was struck by Michael's generosity and his warmth. I think that part of his success is his approach to people—it’s about relationships, relationships, relationships.
 
If we have the privilege of Michael Grinder as a speaker again, do not miss the opportunity to meet this amazing source of knowledge and personality.
