Dear ENVoY Practitioners,

I need your help.  I am looking for teachers who would volunteer to let me videotape them in their classrooms using three ENVoY skills; the teacher would do the "least recommended" method and then the recommended skill.  There will be no cost to you or your school.
Why video?  Because although the ENVoY book is a good reference for teachers, describing non-verbal skills in words is not enough.  An easier way to let educators see the effectiveness of ENVoY is to show them a short video of real teachers with real students.  Then the ENVoY text comes alive, and they are more enthusiastic about learning the Seven Gems and refinements and putting them into practice.

Here’s how the video would look. Viewers would first see teachers using three of the "least recommended" methods, and then they’d see the same teacher using the recommended ENVoY skills.  For each skill, viewers would see both the teacher’s action and the students’ response.  Short and simple, but convincing…

Would you be willing to volunteer?  If so, I would need three things:

1. Volunteers agree to do the three techniques the "least recommended" method and then the recommended way. 


2. We would get copies of signed video release forms before taping. Many schools have a policy that states that if the parents don't opt out at the beginning of the year, then the school can film students. Check and see if this is the case at your school – if so, and no parents have opted out, you don’t need parental release forms. 


3. A minimum of 10 volunteers in the same school or neighboring schools have signed up and agreed to meet the first two requirements.  The number of volunteers we need to make the trip worthwhile is based on how far I would have to travel.
This is a great way to give back to our profession. And, as a way of saying thank you – you will receive a DVD of yourself and others.
